As We Gather The end of the Church Year is about the end-literally.
The time of God’s mercy will end and God will call all people to account.
Today, we encounter the difficult parable of the talents with the promise
that to him who has, more will be given. What does this mean for us?
We live in an age of egalitarianism in which we expect to be treated the
same. God does not treat us the same; our differences matter to God.
He loves us equally but acknowledges our differences. To one He gives
ten, to another five, and to another one. All are His gifts, to be used for
His purpose. Different, but uniquely precious, we use them for His glory
and so He promises us to enter into His joy.

Attention Visitors We celebrate the sacrament of Holy Communion this
morning. This holy meal is intended for Christians who acknowledge their
need of God’s forgiveness in their lives.
