OLD TESTAMENT LESSON . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .Exodus 3:1-14 
3 Now Moses was keeping the flock of his father-in-law, Jethro, the priest of 
Midian, and he led his flock to the west side of the wilderness and came to 
Horeb, the mountain of God. 

2 
And the angel of the Lord appeared to him 

in a flame of fire out of the midst of a bush. He looked, and behold, the 
bush was burning, yet it was not consumed.

ter is dead. Why trouble the Teacher any further?”

they said, Jesus said to the ruler of the synagogue, “Do not fear, only be-
lieve.”

And he allowed no one to follow him except Peter and James 

and John the brother of James. 
38 

They came to the house of the ruler of 
the synagogue, and Jesus

 
saw a commotion, people weeping and wailing 

loudly.

And when he had entered, he said to them, “Why are you making 
a commotion and weeping? The child is not dead but sleeping.”

And they 

laughed at him. But he put them all outside and took the child's father and 
mother and those who were with him and went in where the child 
was.

means, “Little girl, I say to you, arise.”

And immediately the girl got up and 
began walking (for she was twelve years of age), and they were immediate-
ly overcome with amazement.
