17 

In the first month in the second year, on the first day of the month, the 
tabernacle was erected. 

18 
Moses erected the tabernacle. He laid its    

bases, and set up its frames, and put in its poles, and raised up its      
pillars.

And he spread the tent over the tabernacle and put the        

covering of the tent over it, as the Lord had commanded  
Moses.
