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PALM SUNDAY
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AS WE GATHER-Today’s processional Gospel recounts that glorious
first day of Holy Week, but a glory of a different kind follows fast on the
heels of that humble donkey on which King Jesus entered Jerusalem. By
the end of that same week, Jesus will be crowned with cursed thorns
beneath a sign reading “Jesus of Nazareth King of the Jews.” Despite the
Jewish leaders' rejection of that sign, it still stood (by Pilate’s order).
Despite their rejection of their King and Messiah, Jesus still died for their
sins - and the sins of the whole world! This was our Lord’s humble and
obedient act to God’s edict from before the foundation of the world. It was
for our sake, and the sake of all sinners everywhere, that Jesus died.
And, now, the Gospel proclaimed in His Name invites us all to submit to
its salvation cry: “For there is no other Name under heaven whereby we
must be saved.” (Acts 4:12)
