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As We Gather   “It’s still all about Jesus.” It was all about Jesus when the Lord God 
first promised a Savior to Adam, Eve, and their descendants.

Theses on October 31, 1517. It’s still all about Jesus today as we receive the Means of 
Grace—Word and Sacrament. It will be all about Jesus when He returns in glory on the 
Last Day. As we observe the anniversary of the Reformation, we celebrate that it 
always has been, and always will be, all about Jesus!
